Thoughts and maybe a statement – but for sure a deep longing:

We need to have an international school of artistic expansion and performativity including artistic research and social entrepreneurship. A school where we are all students at different ages and stages of life and where we meet once a year intensively during a couple of weeks and invent performing art, research, products and connectivity.

We work interdisciplinary as such

We work open-minded always

We work from our privileges and not our previous positions 

We work intergenerational 

We are more interested in other people than ourselves

We work international 

We work with awareness and risks

We bring suggestions to the community of practice and we participate as much in other people’s suggestions.

We try to work in the delicate balance between loosing ourselves and feeling safe and embraced

We connect to the world, other projects, other schools and community of practices and our own artistic practices.

We swop jobs if possible and necessary for a while

We work for free at each other’s places back home but only if we are rich ones when it comes to money. If we do not have that much money we always get paid.

We work in different places and spaces to get as many opportunities as possible to invent and stretch our competences and hearts 

We are financially autonomous in the sense that we can always establish shared economy of different kinds and we can also (if we choose it and find it funny) fund a shit load of money or even get a rich guy to pay. 

But we will always manage in one way or the other to gather and work

If we have a vision, it might be something like: 

We are in the peoples business and our hearts and minds want to create artistic boulevards where people can walk and feel free and challenged. 

We work with principles and elements 

Principles meaning something important that we can lean on if we get too lost – let’s call it values

Elements meaning concrete tools, things, thoughts, phenomenons and nature that we find necessary for the concrete period of work. 

We never hit each other in the head with neither the principles nor the elements

We try to find balances between working for the sake of the common third (the concrete work that we are doing) and the individual journeys we take

We create a space and a place where it is possible to leave and come back

We invite audiences if necessary and we make performances or events if necessary or we write articles and manifestos if necessary. We protest if necessary. We risk ourselves if necessary. 

We are artists, art makers, researchers, administrators, firs-movers, late bloomers, friends, colleagues and we are all students. 
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
